At their August 2008 Board meeting, the directors of Advocates for a Sustainable Albemarle Population (ASAP) approved the following statement about the capacity of the South Fork Rivanna Reservoir and the current water supply plan: 
 
In light of new information concerning the cost and feasibility of restoring the water capacity of the South Fork Rivanna Reservoir through dredging, Advocates for a Sustainable Albemarle Population (ASAP) urges that a study of the feasibility and costs of dredging the reservoir be completed before any steps are taken to implement the existing long term water supply plan. This study should consider dredging to an extent that would restore the reservoir to its original water storage capacity and should be completed before any requests for proposals are issued or contracts are signed that would initiate implementation of the current plan.  
 
Given the commitments of local governments to sustainability, we also believe that the sustainability of populations projected for service from new or expanded water storage facilities should be examined before our community commits to construction of such new facilities.  Research currently underway in the ASAP Optimum Sustainable Population Size Project will help estimate the local sustainable human population size, providing a useful tool for matching infrastructure expenditures to actual needs.
