Otherwise we will be required to report poorly on RWSA's Ragged Mountain progress, and lack of progress will most likely
prevent your dams from staying in compliance with the certification process.

After speaking with Scott Kudlas and re-reading the regulations, my interpretation was not entirely
accurate. 9VAC25-780-50 Paragraph D requires that all the state-mandated water supply programs are
to be reviewed every five years, and if information affecting the plan is found, then a revised plan has to
be submitted. If there are no substantial changes, then the locality must notify the state that the plan is
still in effect. Paragraph E then states that the locality must review, revise and resubmit the plan to the
state every ten years. From talking with Scott Kudlas, that revision must include an updated demand
each decade. This is based on the iterative model used by the Washington DC metropolitan area, as
described in the attached article. So, given that our current demand analysis used data only through
2001, when we submit our plan in 2011 Scott indicated that we will need to have a demand analysis that
utilizes more current population/usage data. Then, after we submit in 201 1, we'll need to reevaluate and

possibly revise in 2016, then revise and resubmit in 2021, so on and so forth each time using the most
current information.

In my conversation with Scott, he did clarify that the demand analysis associated with the permit for the
RMR is a separate issue from the demand analysis that is submitted with the state-mandated planin
2011. That permit is valid for 15 years. He did indicate that once the permit is up for renewal, by that
time the state-mandated plan would be completed and in effect and the data in that plan would inform the
permit renewal process.

Tom, Here is the checkliist offered by DEQ on their Water Supply Planning Guidance Documents
webpage (http://wwwdeq.virqiniaiqov/watersupplvplanninq/GuidanceDocumen’gs.html). ' The checklist
basically just follows the regulations. The question seems to be about the requirement in 9VAC25-780-
100 Paragraph C of the final regulations, which I've also attached.

This section of the regulations requires “A water plan shall include an estimated future water use project
at the beginning of each decade (2010, 2020, 2030, etc.) within the planning period”. Paragraph B before
that requires that the plan has to estimate water demand within the planning area for a minimum of 30
and maximum of 50 years. So, my interpretation of the requirement is that the plan must have a water
demand project specified for each 10-year increment that our plan covers.

Since this is becoming a point of contention, perhaps a call to Scott Kudlas is in order to clear this up?
